Ice Melt, De-Icing & Dust Control Products

Q: Vegetation surrounding areas that I’ve treated with ice melt is dead or browning.    What can I do to prevent this?
A:  Use a product that naturally enhances vegetation growth, such as product name.

Q:  Why is Magnesium Chloride the leading type of ice melting product?

A:  Magnesium Chloride is considered by many to be the best total ice melter—less  corrosive to metal surfaces, less toxic and environmentally safer than Calcium Chloride and Sodium Chloride aka Rock Salt.
Q:   Product residue is tracking into my home or building.
A:  Ice melt is probably being over-applied.  Read and follow application rates and purchase an ice melt such as product name with a coverage indicator.

Q: What are the chief differences between liquid de-icing and solid ice melt products, and which should I be using?
A:  Liquid deicers are generally used as a preventive measure, such as on airplanes during winter months.  Liquid de-icing works fast and is safer for new concrete, roofs, gutters, pads and other non-paved surfaces.  Solid ice melt products, however, are more practical when ice and snow have accumulated on standard paved surfaces.
Q:  I have a large area that needs to remain ice-free throughout the winter.  As always, budgetary limitations are a consideration.  What is the most economical type of ice melt product to use in this case?
A:  Product name.
Q:  I recently had new concrete walks and driveways poured at my facility.  I’ve heard that ice melt products may damage new concrete.
A:  Concrete requires a minimum of one year to fully cure before any ice melt product is applied.  The freeze/thaw cycles that occur in winter are stressful to new concrete.  The use of an ice melt product may accelerate the freeze/thaw cycles causing the concrete to degrade and flake.

Q:   Why is dust control important?
A: A dusty surface is a deteriorating surface. Once the fine material is lost, the aggregate in the paved surface follows, resulting in ruts and potholes that require costly spot repairs.  As calcium chloride infiltrates the road surface, stability improves and frost damage is prevented.
